Patrons with limited mobility: St. John’s has a lift, reached 
externally by a ramp next to the Box Office entrance. When 
entering the lift externally, press LG to gain access to the Box 
Office area in the Crypt. The restaurant and adapted toilet are 
also on this level.

To use the lift to access the auditorium, please ask the Box Office 
for a code to enter on the keypad within the lift to take you to the 
auditorium.

�%�R�[���2�I�À�F�H�� Please inform the Box Office at the time of booking 
if you will be using a wheelchair. All wheelchair spaces must be 
reserved at time of booking – there are a limited number of places. 
Wheelchair places are usually at the front left at the side of the 
auditorium. When concession prices are offered for particular 
concerts the discounted price is available for wheelchair users and 
an escort. These apply to the designated places only.

Guide dogs and assisted hearing: St. John’s is equipped with a 
‘loop’ system to benefit deaf and hearing-impaired patrons (switch 
hearing aids to ‘T’). Guide dogs are welcome and they may stay 
with you whilst you are in the Concert Hall. If you wish to bring 
your working dog when attending a concert please inform the Box 
Office when booking your tickets. 

Parking: There are two parking bays reserved for orange/blue 
badge holders in Smith Square. Badge holders may also park free 
of charge in meter and resident bays or on single yellow lines for 
up to three hours. Please ensure that your arrival time is displayed.  

Toilets: There is an accessible toilet in the Restaurant in the Crypt.

After raising well over £1m, St. John’s, Smith 
Square has completed the Access Project and is 
now accessible to all audience members.

getting to
ST. JOHN’S, SMITH SqUARE

St. John’s is located in the heart of Westminster, a stone’s throw 
from the Houses of Parliament and Westminster Abbey, just a short 
walk from Westminster Tube Station, between Westminster and 
Lambeth Bridges.

Tube: Westminster, St. James’s Park, Victoria

Buses: 3 and 87 to Millbank; C10 and 507 (limited hours) to 
Horseferry Road; 88 to Marsham Street; 11, 211, 148 and 24 to 
Westminster Abbey.

Rail: Victoria, Waterloo, Vauxhall and Charing Cross.

Car parking: St. John’s is within the congestion charging zone. 
Parking meters are in operation during the day Monday–Saturday 
until 6.30pm. In the evenings and at weekends there is usually ample 
space locally. There is Westminster City Council car parking on 
Great College Street and Arneway Street.
